Sharing your Faith 





 


Inclusion Activity ...	





Hand out fake Monopoly money bills to each child from a Monopoly game. Give each person just one bill ( Give some ones, some 5’s and some 10’s but only one bill each.


Teach the kids to play Paper, Rock, Scissors.  


Make fist


Hit the palm of your hand 3x simultaneously and then on the third time form with your hand either a rock (closed fist), scissors (two fingers extended) , or paper (flat hand) 


Rock beats scissors, Scissors beat paper and paper beats Rocks


If both players have the same ; go again.





Once they know how to play (let them practice for 2or 3 minutes with a friend) then explain that they are all to get up , move around the room and play Paper, Rock scissors with  each other for the monopoly bills they have been given.  The winner of each play takes all  the losers bills (all of them! .. this is a very important aspect of the game for the game is designed to separate those who risk from those who don’t risk anything.)





Game Rules:


A person can choose not to play and therefore not risk their money 


If  person plays and  wins then they take all the bills the loser currently has and they can play again or if they wish they can stop.


Once a person loses, they must stop playing since  they have no bills left.  


When the game is over and no plays are going on it is  time to recognize the winners. Do so in your own way but here is the key message  of the game. The  winners are those with more than one bill and those with no bills – they are ones who risked their talents.  The losers are those with 1 bill  since they are are the ones who chose not to risk their talents  . 








3.  Scripture Reading - Matt 25:15-30





4. Attach the Scripture to the Game  -





 Those who use what they have been given for the Lord to “gain more” means to risk something to build up the body of Christ. This parable is not about making money but is about  witnessing . But someone might ask “Is everyone supposed to be a “missionary” or an evangelist? Perhaps not but all Christians have an obligation to give an account to others of the reason we have hope in  our  faith in Christ. (1Peter 3:15)





So if this parable is not about money then what are my “talents”  





	(Rom 12:4-8) Tells us that everyone is different and each has a gift give by the Holy spirit. Paul tells us in his speech in Athens (Acts 17:24-25) that God does not need us to serve Him but desires to do things through us if we are open to his guidance. Being open means;





	- Having Accepted Jesus


	- Keeping sin out of our life (short empty list) - staying obedient


	- seeking to serve not to rule


	- giving God the credit and the praise


           - using the opportunities the gift creates to share





Any talent can be used for God (have kids share some of theirs)  if we credit God with the results of that talents  use and use it as an opportunity to share the gospel.








5.Teach the 5 Steps for bringing people to Christ





   1st -  we must pray for the person - without the Holy Spirit working in their life they will not be able to understand and believe  - John 6:44 / 16:7-10 , 1 Cor 2:12





2nd - we must meet the person where they are and earn the right to share, become one who they consider a credible friend.  1 Cor 9:19-23





3rd - show them the truth from scripture that Jesus  is the creator  (John 1:1),  is real today and is the only way to come to God  ( John 14:6.)  We want them to see  that all other religions give people human methods for reaching God or heaven but the message of the Bible is that all attempts for a human to work his  way to God will fail. It is only with Jesus that  there is a way that depends not on you but on God himself reaching down to us. (Rom 3:10-25) . 





4th - share the gospel basics





C. Confess sinfulness - we are separated from God by sin and deserve eternal  punishment. Admit you cannot make it on your own (Rom 3:10, 3:23)


B  Believe that Jesus died for us to take our place and He was Gods only son (John 3:16, 3:36)


	A. Accept Jesus are our Lord and Savior - Choose to follow Him


	     Joshua 24:15, 1 Tim 2:19, Matt 7:21-24





5th - Become “Good Soil”  and  help the new convert grow  and take root so they don’t fall into false teachings - Matt 13:18-23
